John Dominic Crossan
Leading Jesus Scholar to Lecture at Central Presbyterian Church April 17-19, 2009

On the weekend following Easter (Friday through Sunday, April 17-19, 2009) John Dominic
Crossan will deliver a series of lectures at Central Presbyterian, entitled Jesus and the Kingdom
of God. Professor Emeritus of Biblical Studies at DePaul University, Crossan is generally
acknowledged as the premier historical Jesus scholar in the world. He has written over twenty
books including Jesus: A Revolutionary Biography, and The Birth of Christianity. A Roman
Catholic monk for 19 years and a priest for 12 years, Crossan is the former co-chair of the Jesus
Seminar and chair of the Historical Jesus Section of the Society of Biblical Literature.

All lectures will be held in the Sanctuary of Central Presbyterian at 17" and Sherman in Denver.
The cost will be $20 per day or $30 for the Friday evening session and the three sessions on
Saturday. Additionally, on Sunday (4/19/09) Dr. Crossan will talk at Adult Education (9:15-
10:15am) and deliver the sermon at our 10:30am Worship Service where all are welcome.
